As one of the most important playwrights and poets of the Renaissance period, Shakespeare
incorporated the core values of the Renaissance and eatlier periods to the theatrical world
and has a lasting influence on many of his contemporaries and successors in the field of
literature. His influence continued to strengthen outside England with his works
continuously translated, performed, and adapted to reflect concerns in other cultures and of
later periods. Shakespeare’s works remain a site of negotiation between different regions and
peoples, for there is profound contemporaneity at the heart of his works that speaks to
subsequent generation’s engagements with Shakespeare. The conference seeks to address the
manifold challenges and potentials of both Kunqu and Shakespeare in contemporary culture

from both retrospective and forward-looking perspectives.
