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Students awarded with this scholarship will be TAs of service courses of the department. In principle, each student will be in charge of 4 service courses.
MA students will receive NT 5,000 per month, and PhD students NT 6,000 per month, for five months each semester. Each applicant can apply for 1 to
4 courses. In principle, students in charge of more than 2 courses should be in charge of both level 1 and level 2 or 3 courses. For students in charge of
only 1 course, the scholarship awarded will be of NT 1,250 per month for MA students, and NT 1,500 per month for PhD students. For students in
charge of only 2 courses, the scholarship awarded will be of NT 2,500 per month for MA students, and NT3,000 per month for PhD students. For
students in charge of only3 courses, the scholarship awarded will be of NT 3,750 per month for MA students, and NT 4,500 per month for PhD students.
